As a class, I would like us to take a closer look at an “everyday” object that is composed of many different materials.  Each person will then be responsible to look at one of those materials and research the mining of this material.
The information you will be presenting is:

1. Name of material (element/compound)
2. Name of minerals/ores this element is commonly found in

3. Physical/Chemical Properties (why is this particular material needed) 
4. Origin of minerals (igneous, metamorphic, or sedimentary rock) 

5. Sources / Mining locations worldwide

6. Sources / Mining locations in United States
7. Largest single mine (or country that is largest producer) 
8. Mining Methods (surface mining or subsurface mining)

9. Current Value of element ($/oz, $/kg, $/tonne…)

10. Other examples of where/how this material is used (relate this to things we use or need in our lives)

11. Environmental Impact(s) of Mining this material
12. Citations (minimum of three sources)
The Data/Graphing Challenge for this project is to create a “2 Y-axis graph”, showing two sets of information.  The left Y-axis will be the total amount of material mined.  The right Y-axis will be the value of the material mined.  The x-axis will be the years there is data available.
Please include, pictures, graphs, figures…to support your information

Your goal is to make this as pertinent to the viewers as possible.  So describe how these materials are used by us, how they play a role in our lives.

Also, think about where these minerals come from…are these countries that we are friendly with?  How “mineral dependent” are we?
